Asking...and listening

Open guestions can help to guide clients to talk
themselves into changing their behaviour

With open ended questions, it allows any response and
invites people to talk

Example:
How do you fravele

What's the best (or worse) part of your frip when you are
traveling to school?

Listening with reflection and reaffirming their statements.
